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For the person who loves the look of
lots of Christmas lights adorning a
house but hates the hassle of putting
them up, Marc Tanguay could be the
saviour thisholiday season.

His West Island company, Inspira-
tions de Noël, provides a decorating
and storage service to homes and busi-
nesses. Tanguay started the company
eight years ago in his parents’ garage
in Beaconsfield and it has been grow-
ingever since.

“I always took great pride in deco-
rating our home in Beaconsfield and
always wated to have the nicest lights
in the neighbourhood,” said Tanguay,
whose company – still a part-time ven-
ture for him – is now based in Kirk-
land.

“I stick to more classical stuff, be-
cause it isChristmas, butwecanmake
it lookreallynice,” saidTanguay.

Christmas in his shop begins in Au-
gust, when the building of the decora-
tions begins, and doesn’t end until
February, when the last light has been
taken down and stored. He has eight
people installing lights, three people
building decorations and a partridge

in a pear tree ... oops, make that a gen-
eralmanageroverseeingeverything.

“I seem to have more Christmas
spirit than anyone I know,” said Tan-
guay. “I still have fun with it and
haven’t lost thatwonder.”

His goal, he says, is to help people
haveabrighterholiday season.

“We’re lighting up the world one
bulbat a time.”
